	IKC100 - Indigenous Health

	Value & length:

	Task description:
	You have just accepted a job in your (future) professional capacity in a small country town. The town has one community health centre from which different services are provided. Although a large percentage of the population in the region identifies as being of Indigenous Australian heritage, you notice that they are not using the services provided.

Your colleagues give you readings to help you understand the reluctance of people to access the health centre and you read the following sources to help you understand why. You then look at your own professional standards/code of conduct (see Module 1) to see if the professional body has any specific information related to the history of health care for Indigenous Australians or if they provide culturally specific services.

You summarise the four sources and present your conclusion back to your colleagues to demonstrate your understanding of the situation.

This research will provide a framework for your research report in Assignment 2.

STEP ONE:      Read following readings:

STEP THREE:     Choose ONE reputable website/document related to your current/ future profession and annotate it - does it include any information about Indigenous health in the past, present or future?

STEP FOUR:     Write a 200 word conclusion outlining how the information/knowledge in your chosen sources will be helpful in understanding the reluctance of the local Indigenous community members to use the services available.
STEP FIVE:     Proofread your annotations and conclusion and make sure you have 1000 words in total.

	In this context, the Annotated Bibliography is designed to provide information on the key points of three readings and one professional website/document in order to explore a particular issue for further research. In this case, the Annotated Bibliography will form the framework for your second assignment.
