Successful applicant will be required to complete eight weeks paid
employment during each year of the scholarship at a time that is
mutually agreeable to both the donor and student.

Successful applicant will be required to complete a registration year
and one year as a Registered Pharmacist working at one of the
CountryPharm stores.
