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	Description
	In its 2004 audit, AUQA (Recommendation 8) suggested “that CSU maintain a central schedule of five-yearly course and other reviews that takes account of external requirements such as professional accreditation and that can be used to ensure that all required reviews are completed.” The Academic Senate, APC and Office of Academic Governance were working towards this in any case. 

	Conduct
	The Academic Secretary and staff from the Office of Academic Governance compiled the register using a combination of official minutes and faculty information. 

	Outcomes
	The Academic Senate, usually via the APC, is now able to check which reviews are due in a given year, for compliance purposes. Faculties use the tool for the same purpose. 


	Follow up
	CASIMS, the course and subject approval system, also stores the required data about course reviews. It is therefore planned that this register will become a database report, from CASIMS, which can be interrogated by staff whenever required. The reporting functionality within CASIMS already allows this, although until such time as all courses within the system have been reviewed, the register will require some manual input.
