2.
Process

Applications for Special Consideration for Admission (EAS) will be received by the Equity Officer at the Student Services Office.  Admissions records will be checked to determine if the applicant has received an offer of a place in a degree course.  If no offer has been made, then the application will be processed and the Manager. Admissions Office, informed of the outcome.  The prospective student's record will be noted accordingly and an offer will be made if or when appropriate.

It is planned to develop procedures for the Student Equity Officers to contact the small number of Distance Education applicants who apply for special consideration for admission to Charles Sturt University and do not subsequently receive an offer, to provide them with information on pathways and preparation courses.
