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	Description
	The Learning and Teaching Committee, a Committee of the Academic Senate, convened a working party to examine the rationale for graduate attributes, examine if poor alignment & other factors associate with graduate attributes were factors in CSU’s poor outcomes in the CEQ & reconsider the University’s graduate attributes/generic skills.

The Working Party comprised Catherine Layton (Chair), Jenny Kent, Will Letts & Ben Wilson. 

Graduate attributes/generic skills are considered important not only because they are a method of assuring the quality of education but also because they add value to graduates opportunities in life and to the suitability of graduates entering professions, they enhance the broad acquisition of knowledge other than theoretical knowledge & they contribute to teaching, learning & assessment methods.

	Conduct
	The substance of various discussions held in other University fora in relation to graduate attributes/ generic skills were considered by the working party as well as the opinions of others that had been canvassed across the University on previous occasions.

	Outcomes
	The key outcome of the report on CSU graduate attributes were that;
· the terminology ‘graduate attributes’ be used in terms of overall learning outcomes at CSU

· the graduate attributes identified in the 2002-2007 Strategic Plan remain as the framework for future deliberations of graduate attributes, 

· additional support be provided to assist staff in terms of  operationalising graduate attributes and embedding them into teaching. learning and assessment strategies, and
·  graduate attributes be incorporated into course and subject design, development and  review processes.

	Follow up
	As part of the course accreditation and review process, Faculties are required to demonstrate, in the course documentation, how the course will enable students to acquire CSU‘s graduate attributes.
The CSU Degree initiative will also incorporate into its deliberations the embedding of graduate attributes into the current curriculum structure for undergraduate degrees.
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
