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	Description
	As part of its regular review of academic policies, and at the request of the Presiding Officer of Academic Senate and the Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Academic), the Academic Senate established a working party to audit and review the Residential Schools Policy.
A working party, chaired by the Deputy Presiding Officer of Academic Senate and comprising one representative of each Faculty, the Division of Student Services, the Department of Residences & Catering, the Learning & Teaching Committee & students was convened.  In particular the working party considered concerns associated with the scheduling of residential schools, the availability of support services to students attending residential schools and the lack of currency of some material in the policy.

	Conduct
	The working party met on several occasions and sought comments from the University community on early drafts of the revised policy.  The report of the working party was submitted to the Academic Senate together with recommended amendments to be made to the Residential Schools Policy.  The Academic Senate then requested that the Presiding Officer of Senate, Convenor of the working party, DVC (Academic), DVC (Administration) & a member of Senate to complete some further revisions of the revised policy.

	Outcomes
	The major outcomes of the review of the Residential Schools Policy were;

· approval of a revised Residential Schools Policy

approval that both course-based and subject-based residential schools may be scheduled to be held either during inter or intra session periods

· approval that procedural and administrative arrangements for residential schools be coordinated and monitored by the Division of Student Services, and
· the relevant Divisions(ie Library & Student Services) were requested to provide greater access to support services to students attending residential schools 

The revised version of the Residential Schools Policy and the administrative arrangements for residential schools is published in the Academic Manual (Part P1) 

	Follow up
	As is the case with other academic policies, this policy is amended as required and will be reviewed again at some point in the future.
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
