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1. Introduction

This policy is used to determine discounts that may be approved to the standard network access fee for registration of a large number of specific devices. 
2. Scope
2.1 Qualification for consideration of a discount to the standard network access fee is restricted to the following:

a) Where devices are of a similar nature. That is, the devices are identical, or for the purposes of access, management, security and control can be grouped together to obtain an efficiency gain. Examples of these devices include CCTV, BMIS, Security phones and building access and metering devices.
b) Where devices are greater than twenty (20) in number;

c) Where devices are primarily for student use, or, have wireless only connectivity, or, be used for direct student teaching and learning or research purposes, or have significantly limited network functionality (eg: do not require some components of DNS, DHCP, Internet access, or specific network security facilities).
2.2 Discounts to the standard network access fee will be considered on merit to encourage innovation and directly support targeted services.
3. Out of Scope

a)  Staff computing devices, such as personal computers, laptops, notebooks, mobile devices, tablets, or other computing devices, do not qualify for consideration for a discount to the standard network access fee.
b) Printers, and other network connected peripheral devices will not normally qualify for consideration for a discount to the standard network access fee.

c) Devices with specialised network requirements beyond basic network services, such as greater than base rate bandwidth, specific network security, dedicated network configuration management, will not normally qualify for consideration for a discount to the standard network access fee.

4. Objectives and Background
a) The network access fee is a standard monthly fee that is charged against the registration of a device to enable that device to connect to and access the CSU network. The network access fee is income to the Communications Services Fund, which is a self funded account responsible for the ongoing operation and development of CSU communications technologies and associated services. 

b) The application of a discount to the standard network access fee is considered to be an exception which may be considered in limited circumstances.

c) The primary objective of this policy is to facilitate innovation and remove impediments to developing targeted services that directly support University goals, through subsidisation of network access fees.

5. Implementation

a) Application for a discount to the Standard Network Access Fee will be made by the relevant budget centre manager to the Executive Director or nominee. Division of Information Technology.

b) Approval for qualification for discount, and the discount rate approved, will be made by the Executive Director, Division of Information Technology.
c) Table 1 – Discount Rates, provides a framework to guide discount rates that may be approved.
