CSU Student Residential Network 
using Windows XP 

 

Getting Started 
To access the Student Residential Network, you must first configure your laptop or PC and register. If you have any problems while 
using this guide, please contact Service Desk on 84357 
 

Requirements 

Your Windows XP Computer must meet the following requirements: 

¶ One available Network Adapter Port 

¶ You will need 1 length of blue, CAT5 network cable 

¶ Working and updated Firewall (The windows default firewall is fine) and updated Anti-Virus Software. 

¶ CSU Login and Password. 

 
 

Section 1 ï Basic Connection Setup 

Step 1 ï Plugging in your computer. 

For most students, connecting to the Student Residential network requires only the following three steps. For students who have 
problems, troubleshooting steps follow. 
 
 
 

 
For VOIP phones. 

1. Ensure your phone is connected to the socket in 
the wall via a blue CAT5 network cable which is 
plugged into the back of the phone to the port 
labeled ñLANò underneath. 

2. Plug your own blue network cable into the spare 
plug in the back of the phone, labeled ñPCò, and 
then into the network adapter in your computer. (If 
your computer has two square plugs of different 
sized, the network adapter plug is the larger of the 
two. If it has two of the same size, simply plug it into 
the one further to the side of your computers case). 
 

 
 

For Touch Dial Phones. 

1. Your room wall should contain a small white box with two plugs in 
it. Ensure that your phone is working first by trying both plugs and 
simply checking for a dial tone. It should work in the one its already 
plugged into, and it will only work in one, leaving the other port free 
for your computer. If your phone works in neither port, contact 
Service Desk. 

2. Plug your blue CAT5 Network Cable into the spare plug in the wall 
near the phoneôs plug. 

3. Plug the other end of your Network Cable into the network adapter 
in your computer. (If your computer has two square plugs of 
different sized, the network adapter plug is the larger of the two. If 
it has two of the same size, simply plug it into the one further to the 
side of your computers case). 
 

Step 2 ï Setting up the Proxy. 

 

These steps assume you are using Internet Explorer. 
Other browsers will need these settings setup in them, 
but will be slightly different in how its done. Contact 
Service desk for help with other browsers on 84357 from 
your room phone. 
 

1. Open up a new Internet Explorer window 
2. Click ñToolsò on the right and then click ñInternet 

Optionsò. 
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3. In the new window that opens, make sure your 
home page for now is set to something simple 
like www.google.com or www.csu.edu.au . 

4. Click the ñConnectionsò tab, then in the 
connections tab, click ñLAN Settingsò 

 

 

 
 
 

5. Under the new window ñLocal Area Network 
(LAN) Settingsò, do the following ï 

¶ Un-tick ñAutomatically detect settingsò 

¶ Tick ñUse automatic configuration scriptò 

¶ In ñAddressò enter 
http://www.csu.edu.au/proxy.prxy 

¶ Ensure all other setting remain unticked. 
6. Click OK, then OK on the next window then

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Step 3 ï Registering your computer 

 

   

 
 

1. Open your web browser and try to go to a simple 
website such as www.csu.edu.au or 
www.google.com . 

2. You should get a page similar to the one on the right. 
If you get a popup like the one in the next picture, you 
are already registered to the network and you are 
ready to go. 

3. If no page appears, type in this address ï 
https://networks.csu.edu.au/netreg/register.pl 

4. Enter in your CSU Username/Login ID and 
Password, read over the terms of use above, then 
click ñI Acceptò to register. 

5. Restart your computer. 
 

 

 
 

Using the World Wide Web. 

 

Access to internal CSU websites is free. You can access all 
internal websites like interact, my.csu and your CSU email 
and forums without being charged. 
 
External sites, as of 2008, will be charged at 1c per MB, 
down again from previous years. In order to access 
external websites, like google for example, simply navigate 
to the website as you usually would and you should be 
confronted by a popup window like the one on the right 
asking you to login. 
 
Enter in your CSU Username/Login ID and Password and 
you will have access to the web. If you enter in the wrong 
password, accidently hit esc or if the website is restricted to 
view, you will get a webpage like the one behind.
