New features in Modules (Melete 2.6) - JULY 2009 release

New features in the July 2009 Modules release include: option to allow students to print modules, advanced Authoring upgrades such as the ability to move sections within/between modules and to export /import individual modules. New modules Management features include; improved links between Resources & Modules to facilitate site duplication and to enable import from existing sites, and an advanced Manage Content function to upload and delete linked files.
New features have been grouped according to the basic Modules functions. Screenshots at the end of the document highlight the new features.
Author features

1. Easier navigation between sections in a module when editing

2. Ability to move sections within and between modules

3. FCK Editor - FCK editor upgraded so that users will immediately access the current site's Resources when clicking on Insert/Edit Image, Insert/Edit Link, and Insert/Edit Flash from within the editor. Users may still access the Melete uploads directory if desired, and may also access content from other sites they own, including their MyWorkspace. Any files the user selects from another site may need to be made 'public' in order for the current site participants to view them. This is true for all tools that use the FCK editor.

4. Archive content function – replaces the “Make inactive’ function (new name only, basic function is the same).

5. Section content type – NEW is link to Publisher content (potentially for those using commercial content in IMS compliant format)
Preferences features
6. Print modules - Use Modules Preferences to select the option to allow student printing of modules. (prints to a printer file , no pdf generated). A print icon appears for students when modules are viewed and printing is enabled.

7. Auto-numbering of modules and sections – new option to enable auto-numbering  of modules & sections if needed
Manage features

8. Made the new helper content export with the Melete modules as IMS content packages. This is currently exporting as Melete originally designed content to export, thus, for some of your HTML content in resources that has dependent files, the IMS export may not work (again, this is the original Melete design), HOWEVER, if you link to single files from Melete, those components will be included in the export package. 
9. Manage content – new file manager feature to manage uploaded and linked content. Upload a number of files in advance of preparing your content. You can see at a glance what files you have uploaded. Makes it easier to select a file or Url to link to in the Editor or section Content. (unfortunately single file upload only, no Webdav)
Site info features

10. "Duplicate Site" feature -  when you duplicate a site that has Modules content connected to Resources, the system will first duplicate the existing resources from the original site and also UPDATE the LINKS to the content so that the links from Modules point to Resources in the NEW site. It is updating the "absolute URL."(Note that if something in the original site was linked to ANOTHER site's resources, the absolute URL will remain) 
11. Import from Site . Modules now works with the "Import from Site" feature so that when you create a site and then subsequently import from another site that has Modules content linked to Resources, as long as you choose to import BOTH Resources and Melete content, the system will UPDATE LINKS to the content so that the links from Melete point to the Resources in the new site. It is updating the "absolute URL." Caveat: See note from above.
