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Orange joins the Division of
Library Services

With the transfer of the University of
Sydney Faculty of Rural Management
to CSU, the staff and students can
expect access to the library resources
on campus as well as to the resources at
CSU’s four other campuses, including
our online suite of services.

The Division of Library Services is pleased :
to welcome the staff and students of CSU’s Fiena Wylie, kindy Fggleston
newest campus. Lindy Eggleston, Orange Librarian, and her staff - David
Woodside, Fiona Wylie, Helen Brown, Leanne Palmer and Matthew Browne
- will continue to provide the full range of library services to Orange Library
staff and students.

The transfer of the Orange Library from the University of Sydney to CSU
took place on 1 January 2005. Planning began in earnest in November 2004
with joint working parties of library staff from both universities set up to
identify critical issues, solutions and timelines for the transfer of the Library,
with a deadline to have Orange Library fully operational and integrated into
the CSU library system by the start of the 2005 academic year.

Major issues included the transfer of the Orange collection and patron records
from the University of Sydney’s INNOPAC library system to CSU’s Aleph
library system. Considerable liaison between the two university libraries,

the Division of Information Technology and with staff at UNILINC, CSU’s
library service provider, resulted in 80% of the Orange collection successfully
transferring to Aleph before Christmas. Staff and student records have been
loaded into Aleph. The majority of the remaining collection and patron
records were successfully transferred in early 2005.

During the transition phase Orange will service students of both CSU and the
University of Sydney. Orange Library is in the unique position of supporting
both groups of students across two library systems. Orange students and staff
have access to the entire CSU library collection and may request items from
other campuses through the CSU Library catalogue. As well as accessing
CSU’s extensive online resources through the Library Website and catalogue.
Continuing University of Sydney students maintain access to loans and the
online resources of that University as well as the CSU services.
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How long have you worked in the CSU library?

Six years. | started as a part time shelver, then moved to DE and am
now a loans desk supervisor handling fines. I have also had some
experience on the information desk, which has tied in nicely with my
study (BA in Library and Information Science).

Bathurst
Campus Library will support Orange during
the initial transition period, particularly with
collection services which were formerly provided
by the University of Sydney. Acquisitions,
cataloguing, processing and administrative
support are handled by the Bathurst Campus.

JSTOR - A full-text archive of scholarly journals consisting of lengthy back runs of journals from the Arts & Sciences
Collections with strengths in the humanities and social sciences. As an archive collection JSTOR does not provide
access to current volumes but does update content as part of a fixed period “moving wall”. Gaps or embargoes
typically range from 2-5 years according to agreements with journal publishers. CSU is participating in the Federal
government funded JSTOR licence administered by CAUL (Council of Australian University Librarians). Government

funding for JSTOR is provided until December 2006.

Australian Standards Online — Purchased jointly by the Library and the Office of Corporate Governance this
database provides access to the current version of all Australian Standards. The database is a key tool for the many
sections of the University required to comply with Australian Standards and for CSU courses where compliance is a

critical element of professional practice.

SciFinder Scholar — Coming Soon. CAS (Chemical Abstracts Services). A powerful scientific research tool covering:
patent and journal references; substance information; regulated chemicals; chemical reactions; chemical supplier

information.
