2009/10 Orientation & Program Start-Up – August 24-Sept. 4, 2009
Orientation is in fact our first two weeks of classes.  As such, you are expected to be on campus from 8:30am until 4:00pm each day.  A detailed schedule of the program start-up will be provided at registration on Monday, August 24th.

A few notes of interest to assist with your advance planning for the two weeks:

First Day of School – Monday, August 24th
Registration begins at 8:30am, followed by a formal welcome at 9:15.  During the morning you will have the chance to meet the faculty, tour the CSU campus and facilities, meet other students. Following a lunch break, workshops and orientation sessions will begin and continue through until Sept 4th.

Parking & Carpooling

There is limited parking at Bay Area Learning Centre, though the University has arranged for additional parking nearby.  When you arrive on the 24th, please look for “parking attendants” who will direct you to available parking.  During the first two weeks there will be an opportunity to arrange carpools with other candidates in your school group and/or cohort.  If you already know of other candidates with whom you can carpool we urge you to do so right from the start.

Lunch

There is no cafeteria on campus so we suggest bringing a lunch with you each day.  While there are a number of places nearby to pick up a quick bite to eat (Tim Horton’s, Wendy’s, Subway) it is tight to get out during the 45 minute lunch period and back for the start of afternoon classes.

Laptop Set-up
During the first two weeks there will be an IT set-up session to get your login and access to the wireless network here on campus.  You DO NOT need to bring your laptop with you on the first day, but you will need to bring it on subsequent days as necessary for orientation to the CSU network and library system.

Lockers

There are lockers available on campus for student use.  If you would like to use one of these, please bring your own combination lock.  Lockers will be available on a first come, first served basis.
