Student Code of Conduct in the use of Computers and Technology – CSU Ontario

Extracted from the CSU Code of Conduct: 
A student shall only use CSU Ontario computing and communication facilities for University and course related activities.

CSU will allow, as a privilege to students, limited use of CSU's e-mail system for private purposes, provided that such e-mails do not:

(a)
contain or link to prohibited or unlawful data or material; or

(b)
support the operation of a non-CSU related business, enterprise or activity.

A student shall not:

(a)
access or transmit prohibited or unlawful data or material;

(b)
obtain or attempt to obtain a higher than authorised level of privilege on any CSU computing or communication facility;

(c)
abuse, remove or tamper with any of the computing or communication facilities provided by CSU;

(d)
collect or discard the output of any other authorised user from CSU's computing or communication facilities, eg other student’s printing;

(e)
work in a way that distracts or harasses any other authorised user or member of the public, eg. MSN, chat, email, or printing during scheduled class time.

Students must be aware that the confidentiality of electronic communications cannot be assured and that all data or messages transmitted by electronic communication facilities are capable of being intercepted, traced or recorded by others.

Where the Executive Director, Information Technology (or nominee) is of the opinion that a student has breached the provisions of this policy or that the breach may amount to misconduct, the Executive Director, Information Technology (or nominee) may suspend the student's access to CSU computing and communication facilities for a period of up to two (2) weeks pending investigation under the provisions of the Student General Misconduct Rule.

CSU Ontario Guidelines for Professional Conduct
During classes where everyone has access to a computer it is important that computer use is related to classroom topics and activities.  
In class a student shall not:
· Access Online chat and MSN

· Order personal items or materials

· Print any materials

· Read personal emails

· Access websites not related to class

Out-of-class students are expected to:
· Judiciously print selected required pages

· Choose print versions of online articles where possible

· Regularly collect printing from the printer

· Share resources in order to reduce printing volumes
Protocol for On-line Communication (e.g., forums, chat rooms, emails)
· Teacher candidates shall not directly communicate with students in schools through personal emails
· The only people able to access subject specific forums or Interact platforms are students enrolled in the subject, the lecturer, instructors from other subjects, and the Online Liaison Officer. All staff and enrolled CSU students are able to access general forums. 
· You should be aware of the role of each forum or Interact platform and use it accordingly (e.g., don't post for sale messages on subject forums, and don't ask subject specific questions on general forums).
