INSURANCE COVER FOR PRACTICUM STUDENTS

ADDITIONAL TO FORMAL STATEMENT OF POLICIES
If the student is driving the organisation’s vehicle, CSU personal accident insurance does cover the student, however, CSU has no liability relating to the actual vehicle. It has to be covered under the organisation’s insurance because CSU can’t add another vehicle to its insurances. The vehicle’s CTP Green slip would cover passengers in either the student’s car or the organisation’s car. If the student is driving their own vehicle during prac hours, they are covered for personal accident but NOT for any damage to the vehicle - this is at their own risk
 
Personal accident insurance is provided whilst the student is travelling to and from placement (the vehicle itself is NOT). 
1. If the work placement student was a passenger in a vehicle belonging to the work placement organisation, he/she would be covered by that organisation’s CTP Green Slip cover; and 

2. If the work placement student was actually driving the placement organisation’s vehicle, he/she would be covered by CSU’s Personal Accident Policy.
