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National Wine & Grape Industry Centre Postgraduate Research Scholarships will be awarded to postgraduate researchers with exceptional promise on the basis of academic merit and research potential.
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Awards will only be available to those who:

0. have completed at least four years of tertiary education studies at a high level of achievement, e.g:

· a four year degree 
· a three year degree and an Honours year
· a three year degree and one year of a higher degree
· a three year degree and one year of a Masters preliminary or other qualifying program; or
· a three year degree and a postgraduate diploma.

0. have obtained First Class Honours or equivalent results.

0. will undertake a Doctoral degree in 2011.

0. are enrolling as full-time students. 

0. have had their enrolment into the proposed higher degree programme accepted by CSU.

0. are Australian or New Zealand citizens OR persons granted permanent residency status.

Awards will not be available to those who:

· are receiving another equivalent award, scholarship or salary from the Australian Government or its statutory authorities;
· have already completed a degree at the same, or higher, level;
· have had more than 3 months of a Government Postgraduate Award before (unless changing from a Course to a Research Award).

The NWGIC will rank students by academic merit.  The applicant’s place in the order of merit will not be affected by age, sex or by having applied to another institution.

The annual stipend for 2011 is $22,860 per annum (tax exempt).  Stipends are indexed slightly each year.  Relocation allowance and removal expenses are available where applicable.

Thesis Allowance can be claimed after submission on production of receipts.  Claims must be made within two calendar years of termination of the award.

Scholarship holders are exempted from fee liability under the Research Training Scheme (RTS) for a maximum of 4 years full time equivalent (PhD), but all scholarship holders are liable for their own annual student services and facilities charges.
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The award is normally for three years for PhD studies. Periods of study already undertaken towards the degree will be deducted from the period of tenure.

An extension of up to 6 months may be granted for PhD candidates where the University is satisfied that the extension is based on grounds which are beyond the control of the candidate and related to their research rather than of a personal nature.

Students are entitled to 20 days paid recreation leave per year calculated on a pro-rata basis.  Students are also entitled to up to two weeks paid sick leave and up to twelve weeks paid maternity leave within the tenure of the award.
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The award is not transferable to another university.
