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Progress Summary
NSW Grape Grower production & cultural practice survey has been returned by growers. Survey numbered 148 surveys return. All data has been entered into an excel spread sheet. From the 148 return surveys there are 121 questions with some questions having multiple choice options. This has given an enormous amount of data from each region. 

Meeting 14 March 2008 held in Canberra to discuss how to handle the data and interpret it (Jeremy Bright, Leo Quirk & Dr Jennifer Andrew). The initial report has been reduced to concentrate on 40 questions which had a main focus on the Winegrowing Futures themes. The analysis is complete and a report almost finalised. The report will be circulated to the NSW Industry and a series of workshops has been planned to address issues raised in each region.  

Fruit fly controls and movement issues being addressed for grape movement in and out of the exclusion zone.

Baiting program seminar series and RITA proposal has been developed and submitted to GWRDC for the Hunter.

National Extension plan has been developed in conjunction with other States and GWRDC.

Grapevine Management Guide for 2008 being collated.

Sue Marte has replaced Clarrie Beckingham (retired) in the Mudgee district.

Extension Steering Committee has met a couple of times this year – Melbourne in April, and Perth in June.
