How to apply for a scholarship?
Essential Criteria
Applicants must be: 

1. An Australian citizen 
2. A serious consistent student who has shown scholastic achievement. 

3. Living in a rural or remote geographical location within Western NSW, and 

4. Able to demonstrate a commitment to complete tertiary education. 

Desirable Criteria
Applicants should: 

1. Show they would benefit from a first class education in a tertiary environment; 

2. Have an active interest in extra curricular activities  e.g. community work, sport, music, art; 

3. Be able to demonstrate a character of resilience, independence, courage and determination. 

4. Be able to focus on a goal and show a tenacious attitude in achieving that goal. 

5. Have a capability for problem solving; and 

6. Show leadership qualities with an egalitarian spirit 

Selection Process
The selection process: 

1. OAMS will widely market and promote the Peter Andren Memorial Health Scholarship within and throughout the Western Area of NSW.  

2. If required and requested the CEO of the OAMS will be able to offer information and advice to interested students, schools and communities.  

3. Interested students are then encouraged to complete application form. 

4. The selection committee will then be convened to review all applications.

5. If required, an interview of suitable student(s) by the Selection Committee may be undertaken.  

6. Offer of scholarship extended to successful student.
