Cover your cough

* When coughing or sneezing,
use a tissue to cover your
nose and mouth

* Dispose of the tissue afterwards

* If you don'’t have a tissue,
cough or sneeze into your elbow.

* After coughing, sneezing or
blowing your nose, wash your
hands with soap and water

* Use alcohol-based hand cleansers
if you do not have access
to soap and water

effective way to reduce the spread of germs
